
Bylaws of the

Aptos Mariners Booster Club

Adopted June, 2009

I General

Section 1 – Name
The office name of this non-profit corporation is Aptos Mariners Booster Club. It is also known as Aptos High School Booster Club.

Section 2 – Purposes
The purposes of this corporation shall be charitable and educational in supporting and enriching the curriculum and extra-curricular activities of the students of Aptos High School.

Section 3 – Principle Office

The principle office of this corporation shall be Aptos High School, 100 Mariner Way, Aptos, California, 95003, or such other place within Santa Cruz County as the Board of Directors may fix from time to time.

Section 4 – Fiscal Year

The fiscal year of this corporation shall run from July 1 to June 30 of each year.

Section 5 – Tax ID

Section 6 – Articles of Organization

The articles of organization comprise these bylaws, which are from time to time amended by the Board of Directors and approved by active members (see definition under membership). In the absence of separate articles of association, these bylaws shall be deemed to be the articles of association. In the event of any conflict between these bylaws and the articles of association, these bylaws shall govern.
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II Members

Section 1 – General Membership

Membership shall be open to all persons interested in the support and enrichment of the curricular and extra-curricular programs and activities of the students at Aptos High. Memberships are not transferable.

Section 2 – Active

Members of the Aptos Mariners Booster Club are considered active when they regularly attend

Booster Club Meetings. Regularly should be defined as at least 50% of the meetings at the given date of the meeting. Any non board members are eligible to become active members after the second meeting.
Section 3 – Voting

The privilege of making motions and voting shall be limited to active members. This prevents “loading” votes at any given meeting. Each member shall be entitled to one vote. No member shall be entitled to cumulative votes or to vote by proxy. No member shall make a motion or vote on any item in which there is a direct conflict of interest. In the event of two members sharing one office of the Board of Directors (i.e. presidency) each member is entitled to one vote.  A quorum for any meeting shall be a majority of the active members.
Section 4 – Liability
No member shall be personally liable to the creditors of the corporation for any indebtedness or liability; all creditors of this corporation shall look only to the assets of this corporation for payment.

Section 5 – Meetings
General meetings constitute regular business meetings of the Corporation. These meetings shall be held on a regular monthly basis, as established by the Board of Directors. Notice will be provided prior to the first membership meeting of the school year, during each calendar month of the school year. Meetings may not be scheduled if conflicts with vacation periods. Special meetings may be called by the Board upon notice posted at least three days before the meeting date.
Section 6 – Termination/Withdrawal

Membership shall be terminated at the end of each school year. The removal of a director may be done by a supermajority of active members present.

Section 7 – Powers
No member shall have the power or authority, as a member, to obligate the Aptos Mariners Booster Club in any financial transaction, make any type of endorsement whatsoever for the Aptos Mariners Booster Club, or act on behalf of the Club without the direct authority of the Board of Directors. If any member should attempt to exercise any such power or authority as a member, he/she may be removed from the membership by the Board of Directors.

III Officers

Section 1 – Officers
The officers of the corporation shall be a President, Vice-President, Secretary and Treasurer. These officers shall be members of the Board of Directors.

Section 2 – Board of Directors Composition

The Board of Directors shall consist of the four (4) elected officers of the corporation and one (1)

member of the professional staff (faculty or administration) at Aptos High School.

Section 3 – Execution of Documents

The Board of Directors may authorize any officer or agent to enter into any contract or execute any instrument in the name of and on behalf of the corporation, and this authority may be general or confined to specific instances; and, unless so authorized by the Board of Directors, no officer, agent or other person shall have any power or authority to bind the corporation by any contract

or engagement or to pledge its credit or to render it liable for any purpose or any amount.

Section 4 – Election, Term and Vacancies

The President, Vice-President, Secretary and Treasurer shall be elected by and from the membership of the Aptos Mariners Booster Club at a regular meeting for a term of one (1) year or until their successors are elected. Any vacancy among the officers shall be filled by the Board of Directors for the remainder of the term.
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IV

Duties of Officers

Section 1 – President
a.
Coordinate the work of officers and committees of the Aptos Mariners Booster Club in order that the objectives may be promoted

b.
Preside at all Aptos Mariners Booster Club meetings c.
Be an ex officio member of all committees

d.
In the case of co-presidency, each person is entitled to one (1) vote and each member is considered to be a member of the Board of Directors

e.
Sign/co-sign all warrants

f.
Perform such other duties as may be prescribed in these bylaws or assigned to him/her by

the organization

g.
Have all newsletters, flyers and/or notices approved by the principal prior to distribution

h.
Post notices, or verify that notices are posted, of both regular and special meetings

i.
Upon termination of office, shall turn over to the vice-president or other sitting officer all

Section 2 – Vice-President

a.
Act as an aid to the president and perform the duties of the president in the absence or inability of the president to perform his/her duties

b.
Perform other duties as assigned by the Board of Directors

c.
In the case of co-vice-presidents, each person is entitled to one (1) vote and each member

is considered to be a member of the Board of Directors

d.
Upon termination of office, shall turn over to the president or other sitting officer all

Section 3 – Secretary
a.
 Keep accurate record of the proceedings of all Aptos Mariners Booster Club meetings b.
Have minutes of prior meetings available for referral

c.
Record all expenditures in the minutes

d.
Keep a current copy of the bylaws and standing rules. Conduct all necessary

correspondence of the organization upon authorization of the Board of Directors or president

e.
Perform any other duties as assigned

f.
In the case of co-secretaries, each person is entitled to one (1) vote and each member is considered to be a member of the Board of Directors

g.
Upon termination of office, shall turn over to the president or other sitting officer all

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Section 4 – Treasurer
a.
Have general charge of the financial records and accounts of the corporation and shall keep and maintain adequate and correct books of account showing assets, liabilities, receipts and disbursements of the Aptos Mariners Booster Club. He/she shall provide a statement of account at each meeting

b.
Perform any other duties as assigned

c.
In the case of co-treasurers, each person is entitled to one (1) vote and each member is

considered to be a member of the Board of Directors

d.
Upon termination of office, shall turn over to the president or other sitting officer all

Aptos Mariners Booster Club records, books, materials and funds

Section 5 – Committees
a.
The Board of Directors has the power to create special committees in order to carry out specific programs or projects. Chairs will be appointed by the Aptos Mariners Booster Club president or member of the Board of Directors. Committees will be terminated at the end of each fiscal year

b.
The committee chair or a representative shall present plans, status and outcome of the project to the Board of Directors. No work shall be undertaken without prior approval

c.
Each committee chair shall keep written records and budgets of all activities and expenses

d.
Upon termination of office, shall turn over to the president or other sitting officer all

V Parliamentary Authority

The rules contained in the current edition of Robert’s Rules of Order, Newly Revised, shall govern the Aptos Mariners Booster Club in all cases in which they are applicable and in which

they are not in conflict with these bylaws.

VI Amendment of Bylaws

These bylaws may be amended by two-thirds (2/3) vote of the general active membership present

at any general meeting, or by two-thirds (2/3) vote of the Board of Directors, provided notice has

been given at the previous general meeting or notice posted within thirty (30) days.”
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
